The Good Message of the Grace of God

The Sinful Nature of Man

Isaiah 59:1 Behold, the LORD'S hand is not 
shortened, that it cannot save; neither his ear 
heavy, that it cannot hear: 2 But your iniquities 
have separated between you and your God, and 
your sins have hid his face from you, that he will 
not hear. 3 For your hands are defiled with blood, 
and your fingers with iniquity; your lips have 
spoken lies, your tongue hath muttered 
perverseness. 4 None calleth for justice, nor any 
pleadeth for truth: they trust in vanity, and speak 
lies; they conceive mischief, and bring forth 
iniquity.

Isaiah 64:6 But we are all as an unclean thing, 
and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and 
we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the 
wind, have taken us away.

Romans 3:10 As it is written, There is none 
righteous, no, not one: 11 There is none that 
understandeth, there is none that seeketh after 
God.

John 3:36 He that believeth on the Son hath 
everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son 
shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on 
him.

John 4:42 And said unto the woman, Now we 
believe, not because of thy saying: for we have 
heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed 
the Christ, the Saviour of the world.

John 8:23 And he said unto them, Ye are from 
beneath; I am from above: ye are of this world; I 
am not of this world. 24 I said therefore unto you, 
that ye shall die in your sins: for if ye believe not 
that I am he, ye shall die in your sins.

John 14:6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, 
the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the 
Father, but by me.
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Acts 4:10 Be it known unto you all, and to all the 
people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ 
of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised 
from the dead, even by him doth this man stand 
here before you whole. 11 This is the stone which 
was set at nought of you builders, which is 
become the head of the corner. 12 Neither is there 
salvation in any other: for there is none other 
name under heaven given among men, whereby 
we must be saved.

Acts 5:30 The God of our fathers raised up 
Jesus, whom ye slew and hanged on a tree. 31 
Him hath God exalted with his right hand to be a 
Prince and a Saviour, for to give repentance to 
Israel, and forgiveness of sins.

Romans 5:18 Therefore as by the offence of one 
judgment came upon all men to condemnation; 
even so by the righteousness of one the free gift 
came upon all men unto justification of life. 19 
For as by one man's disobedience many were 
made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall 
many be made righteous. 20 Moreover the law 
entered, that the offence might abound. But 
where sin abounded, grace did much more 
abound: 21 That as sin hath reigned unto death, 
even so might grace reign through righteousness 
unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord.

Philippians 3:20 For our conversation is in 
heaven; from whence also we look for the 
Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 21 Who shall 
change our vile body, that it may be fashioned 
like unto his glorious body, according to the 
working whereby he is able even to subdue all 
things unto himself.

1 Timothy 2:3 For this is good and acceptable in 
the sight of God our Saviour; 4 Who will have all 
men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge 
of the truth. 5 For there is one God, and one 
mediator between God and men, the man Christ 
Jesus; 6 Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be 
testified in due time.

1 Timothy 4:10 For therefore we both labour 
and suffer reproach, because we trust in the living 
God, who is the Saviour of all men, specially of 
those that believe.

Titus 2:11 For the grace of God that bringeth 
salvation hath appeared to all men, 12 Teaching 
us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, 
we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in 
this present world; 13 Looking for that blessed 
hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God 
and our Saviour Jesus Christ; 14 Who gave 
himself for us, that he might redeem us from all 
iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar 
people, zealous of good works.

2 Peter 1:11 For so an entrance shall be 
ministered unto you abundantly into the 
everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour 
Jesus Christ.

2 Peter 3:18 But grow in grace, and in the 
knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. 
To him be glory both now and for ever. Amen.

1 John 3:4 Whosoever committeth sin 
transgresseth also the law: for sin is the 
transgression of the law. 5 And ye know that he 
was manifested to take away our sins; and in him 
is no sin. 6 Whosoever abideth in him sinneth 
not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, 
neither known him.

1 John 4:14 And we have seen and do testify 
that the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour of 
the world.

Jesus lived a Sinless Life

Acts 2:22 Ye men of Israel, hear these words; 
Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among 
you by miracles and wonders and signs, which 
God did by him in the midst of you, as ye 
yourselves also know: 23 Him, being delivered by 
the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of 
God, ye have taken, and by wicked hands have 
crucified and slain: 24 Whom God hath raised up, 
having loosed the pains of death: because it was 
not possible that he should be holden of it.

Hebrews 4:14 Seeing then that we have a great 
high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus 
the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession. 15 
For we have not an high priest which cannot be 
touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but 
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was in all points tempted like as we are, yet 
without sin.

1 Peter 2:21 For even hereunto were ye called: 
because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an 
example, that ye should follow his steps: 22 Who 
did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth: 
23 Who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; 
when he suffered, he threatened not; but 
committed himself to him that judgeth 
righteously..

1 John 3:5 And ye know that he was manifested 
to take away our sins; and in him is no sin.

2 Corinthians 5:21 For he hath made him to be 
sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be 
made the righteousness of God in him.

Jesus died to Pay for our Sins

John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he 
gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever 
believeth in him should not perish, but have 
everlasting life.

Romans 5:8 But God commendeth his love 
toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, 
Christ died for us.

1 Peter 2:24 Who his own self bare our sins in 
his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to 
sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose 
stripes ye were healed.

2 Corinthians 5:14 For the love of Christ 
constraineth us; because we thus judge, that if 
one died for all, then were all dead: 15 And that 
he died for all, that they which live should not 
henceforth live unto themselves, but unto him 
which died for them, and rose again.

Hebrews 10:12 But this man, after he had 
offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on 
the right hand of God; 13 From henceforth 
expecting till his enemies be made his footstool.

1 John 2:2 And he is the propitiation for our 
sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of 
the whole world.

Colossians 2:13 And you, being dead in your 
sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he 
quickened together with him, having forgiven you 
all trespasses; 14 Blotting out the handwriting of 
ordinances that was against us, which was 
contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing 
it to his cross; 15 And having spoiled 
principalities and powers, he made a shew of 
them openly, triumphing over them in it.

A New Covenant (His Blood 
Redeems us)

Hebrews 8:6 But now hath he obtained a more 
excellent ministry, by how much also he is the 
mediator of a better covenant, which was 
established upon better promises. 7 For if that 
first covenant had been faultless, then should no 
place have been sought for the second. 8 For 
finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days 
come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new 
covenant with the house of Israel and with the 
house of Judah: 9 Not according to the covenant 
that I made with their fathers in the day when I 
took them by the hand to lead them out of the 
land of Egypt; because they continued not in my 
covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the 
Lord. 10 For this is the covenant that I will make 
with the house of Israel after those days, saith the 
Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and 
write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a 
God, and they shall be to me a people: 11 And 
they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and 
every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for 
all shall know me, from the least to the greatest. 
12 For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, 
and their sins and their iniquities will I remember 
no more. 13 In that he saith, A new covenant, he 
hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth 
and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.

Ephesians 2:11 Wherefore remember, that ye 
being in time past Gentiles in the flesh, who are 
called Uncircumcision by that which is called the 
Circumcision in the flesh made by hands; 12 That 
at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens 
from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers 
from the covenants of promise, having no hope, 
and without God in the world: 13 But now in 
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Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are 
made nigh by the blood of Christ.

Colossians 1:20 For it pleased the Father that 
in him should all fulness dwell; 20 And, having 
made peace through the blood of his cross, by 
him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I 
say, whether they be things in earth, or things in 
heaven. 21 And you, that were sometime 
alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked 
works, yet now hath he reconciled 22 In the body 
of his flesh through death, to present you holy 
and unblameable and unreproveable in his sight..

Ephesians 1:6 To the praise of the glory of his 
grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the 
beloved. 7 In whom we have redemption through 
his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the 
riches of his grace..

Romans 3:23 For all have sinned, and come 
short of the glory of God; 24 Being justified freely 
by his grace through the redemption that is in 
Christ Jesus: 25 Whom God hath set forth to be a 
propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare 
his righteousness for the remission of sins that 
are past, through the forbearance of God; 26 To 
declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that 
he might be just, and the justifier of him which 
believeth in Jesus.

1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in 
the light, we have fellowship one with another, 
and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us 
from all sin.

The Resurrection

Mark 16:6 And he saith unto them, Be not 
affrighted: Ye seek Jesus of Nazareth, which was 
crucified: he is risen; he is not here: behold the 
place where they laid him.

Luke 24:39 Behold my hands and my feet, that 
it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath 
not flesh and bones, as ye see me have.

John 2:19 Jesus answered and said unto them, 
Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise 
it up. 20 Then said the Jews, Forty and six years 
was this temple in building, and wilt thou rear it 

up in three days? 21 But he spake of the temple of 
his body. 22 When therefore he was risen from 
the dead, his disciples remembered that he had 
said this unto them; and they believed the 
scripture, and the word which Jesus had said.

Jesus appeared to many 
Witnesses

1 Corinthians 15:1 Moreover, brethren, I 
declare unto you the gospel which I preached 
unto you, which also ye have received, and 
wherein ye stand; 2 By which also ye are saved, if 
ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, 
unless ye have believed in vain. 3 For I delivered 
unto you first of all that which I also received, 
how that Christ died for our sins according to the 
scriptures; 4 And that he was buried, and that he 
rose again the third day according to the 
scriptures: 5 And that he was seen of Cephas, 
then of the twelve: 6 After that, he was seen of 
above five hundred brethren at once; of whom the 
greater part remain unto this present, but some 
are fallen asleep. 7 After that, he was seen of 
James; then of all the apostles. 8 And last of all he 
was seen of me also, as of one born out of due 
time.

Acts 1:3 To whom also he shewed himself alive 
after his passion by many infallible proofs, being 
seen of them forty days, and speaking of the 
things pertaining to the kingdom of God..

Acts 10:39 And we are witnesses of all things 
which he did both in the land of the Jews, and in 
Jerusalem; whom they slew and hanged on a tree: 
40 Him God raised up the third day, and shewed 
him openly; 41 Not to all the people, but unto 
witnesses chosen before of God, even to us, who 
did eat and drink with him after he rose from the 
dead.

Jesus ascended into Heaven

Luke 24:50 And he led them out as far as to 
Bethany, and he lifted up his hands, and blessed 
them. 51 And it came to pass, while he blessed 
them, he was parted from them, and carried up 
into heaven. 52 And they worshipped him, and 
returned to Jerusalem with great joy: 53 And 
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were continually in the temple, praising and 
blessing God. Amen.

1 Timothy 3:16 And without controversy great 
is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in 
the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, 
preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the 
world, received up into glory.

John 3:13 And no man hath ascended up to 
heaven, but he that came down from heaven, 
even the Son of man which is in heaven.

Acts 1:6 When they therefore were come 
together, they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt 
thou at this time restore again the kingdom to 
Israel? 7 And he said unto them, It is not for you 
to know the times or the seasons, which the 
Father hath put in his own power. 8 But ye shall 
receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come 
upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both 
in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, 
and unto the uttermost part of the earth. 9 And 
when he had spoken these things, while they 
beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received 
him out of their sight. 10 And while they looked 
stedfastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, 
two men stood by them in white apparel; 11 
Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye 
gazing up into heaven? this same Jesus, which is 
taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in 
like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven.

Mark 16:19 So then after the Lord had spoken 
unto them, he was received up into heaven, and 
sat on the right hand of God. 20 And they went 
forth, and preached every where, the Lord 
working with them, and confirming the word with 
signs following. Amen.

Receiving Jesus and calling on 
His name Saves you

John 1:12 But as many as received him, to them 
gave he power to become the sons of God, even to 
them that believe on his name: 13 Which were 
born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor 
of the will of man, but of God.

Acts 2:21 And it shall come to pass, that 
whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall 
be saved.

Romans 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but 
the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ 
our Lord.

Romans 10:9 That if thou shalt confess with thy 
mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine 
heart that God hath raised him from the dead, 
thou shalt be saved. 10 For with the heart man 
believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth 
confession is made unto salvation. 11 For the 
scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall 
not be ashamed.

Romans 10:13 For whosoever shall call upon 
the name of the Lord shall be saved.

The Holy Spirit indwells the 
Believer

1 Corinthians 3:16 Know ye not that ye are the 
temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth 
in you?

Romans 8:9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in 
the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in 
you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, 
he is none of his. 10 And if Christ be in you, the 
body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life 
because of righteousness. 11 But if the Spirit of 
him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in 
you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall 
also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that 
dwelleth in you.

John 14:16 And I will pray the Father, and he 
shall give you another Comforter, that he may 
abide with you for ever; 17 Even the Spirit of 
truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it 
seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know 
him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.

Romans 8:14 For as many as are led by the 
Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

Romans 8:26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth 
our infirmities: for we know not what we should 
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pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh 
intercession for us with groanings which cannot 
be uttered.

The Holy Spirit convicts a 
Person of Sin

John 16:8 And when he is come, he will reprove 
the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of 
judgment: 9 Of sin, because they believe not on 
me; 10 Of righteousness, because I go to my 
Father, and ye see me no more; 11 Of judgment, 
because the prince of this world is judged. 12 I 
have yet many things to say unto you, but ye 
cannot bear them now. 13 Howbeit when he, the 
Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all 
truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but 
whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and 
he will shew you things to come.

Philippians 1:6 Being confident of this very 
thing, that he which hath begun a good work in 
you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ..

Saved by Grace through Faith

Ephesians 2:8 For by grace are ye saved 
through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the 
gift of God: 9 Not of works, lest any man should 
boast.

Genesis 15:3 And Abram said, Behold, to me 
thou hast given no seed: and, lo, one born in my 
house is mine heir. 4 And, behold, the word of the 
LORD came unto him, saying, This shall not be 
thine heir; but he that shall come forth out of 
thine own bowels shall be thine heir. 5 And he 
brought him forth abroad, and said, Look now 
toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou be able 
to number them: and he said unto him, So shall 
thy seed be. 6 And he believed in the LORD; and 
he counted it to him for righteousness.

Romans 4:5 But to him that worketh not, but 
believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his 
faith is counted for righteousness.

Romans 4:15 Because the law worketh wrath: 
for where no law is, there is no transgression. 16 
Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; 

to the end the promise might be sure to all the 
seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to 
that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is 
the father of us all, 17 (As it is written, I have 
made thee a father of many nations,) before him 
whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the 
dead, and calleth those things which be not as 
though they were. 18 Who against hope believed 
in hope, that he might become the father of many 
nations, according to that which was spoken, So 
shall thy seed be.

Romans 5:1 Therefore being justified by faith, 
we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus 
Christ: 2 By whom also we have access by faith 
into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in 
hope of the glory of God.

Romans 5:15 But not as the offence, so also is 
the free gift. For if through the offence of one 
many be dead, much more the grace of God, and 
the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus 
Christ, hath abounded unto many. 16 And not as 
it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the 
judgment was by one to condemnation, but the 
free gift is of many offences unto justification. 17 
For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; 
much more they which receive abundance of 
grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign 
in life by one, Jesus Christ.) 18 Therefore as by 
the offence of one judgment came upon all men to 
condemnation; even so by the righteousness of 
one the free gift came upon all men unto 
justification of life. 19 For as by one man's 
disobedience many were made sinners, so by the 
obedience of one shall many be made righteous.

Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible 
to please him: for he that cometh to God must 
believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of 
them that diligently seek him.

Salvation is NOT of works

Titus 3:5 Not by works of righteousness which 
we have done, but according to his mercy he 
saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and 
renewing of the Holy Ghost; 6 Which he shed on 
us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour; 
7 That being justified by his grace, we should be 
made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.
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Acts 13:38 Be it known unto you therefore, men 
and brethren, that through this man is preached 
unto you the forgiveness of sins: 39 And by him 
all that believe are justified from all things, from 
which ye could not be justified by the law of 
Moses.

James 2:10 For whosoever shall keep the whole 
law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.

Galatians 3:10 For as many as are of the works 
of the law are under the curse: for it is written, 
Cursed is every one that continueth not in all 
things which are written in the book of the law to 
do them. 11 But that no man is justified by the law 
in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall 
live by faith. 12 And the law is not of faith: but, 
The man that doeth them shall live in them. 13 
Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the 
law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, 
Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: 14 
That the blessing of Abraham might come on the 
Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might 
receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

Romans 3:20 Therefore by the deeds of the law 
there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by 
the law is the knowledge of sin.

Galatians 2:21 I do not frustrate the grace of 
God: for if righteousness come by the law, then 
Christ is dead in vain.

Romans 11:6 And if by grace, then is it no more 
of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if 
it be of works, then is it no more grace: otherwise 
work is no more work.

Romans 6:18 Being then made free from sin, ye 
became the servants of righteousness. 19 I speak 
after the manner of men because of the infirmity 
of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your 
members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity 
unto iniquity; even so now yield your members 
servants to righteousness unto holiness. 20 For 
when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free 
from righteousness. 21 What fruit had ye then in 
those things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the 
end of those things is death. 22 But now being 
made free from sin, and become servants to God, 

ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end 
everlasting life.

Righteousness is only Found 
in the Lord Jesus Christ

Romans 5:18 Therefore as by the offence of one 
judgment came upon all men to condemnation; 
even so by the righteousness of one the free gift 
came upon all men unto justification of life.

Romans 8:3 For what the law could not do, in 
that it was weak through the flesh, God sending 
his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for 
sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 4 That the 
righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, 
who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

1 Peter 3:18 For Christ also hath once suffered 
for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might 
bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, 
but quickened by the Spirit: 19 By which also he 
went and preached unto the spirits in prison..

Matthew 5:17 Think not that I am come to 
destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to 
destroy, but to fulfil. 18 For verily I say unto you, 
Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle 
shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be 
fulfilled. 19 Whosoever therefore shall break one 
of these least commandments, and shall teach 
men so, he shall be called the least in the 
kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and 
teach them, the same shall be called great in the 
kingdom of heaven. 20 For I say unto you, That 
except your righteousness shall exceed the 
righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, ye 
shall in no case enter into the kingdom of heaven.

Galatians 3:21 Is the law then against the 
promises of God? God forbid: for if there had 
been a law given which could have given life, 
verily righteousness should have been by the law. 
22 But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, 
that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be 
given to them that believe.

Galatians 4:3 Even so we, when we were 
children, were in bondage under the elements of 
the world: 4 But when the fulness of the time was 
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come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, 
made under the law, 5 To redeem them that were 
under the law, that we might receive the adoption 
of sons. 6 And because ye are sons, God hath sent 
forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, 
Abba, Father. 7 Wherefore thou art no more a 
servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of 
God through Christ.

Romans 3:21 But now the righteousness of God 
without the law is manifested, being witnessed by 
the law and the prophets; 22 Even the 
righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus 
Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for 
there is no difference: 23 For all have sinned, and 
come short of the glory of God; 24 Being justified 
freely by his grace through the redemption that is 
in Christ Jesus: 25 Whom God hath set forth to 
be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to 
declare his righteousness for the remission of sins 
that are past, through the forbearance of God; 26 
To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: 
that he might be just, and the justifier of him 
which believeth in Jesus.

1 John 2:1 My little children, these things write I 
unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we 
have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ 
the righteous: 2 And he is the propitiation for our 
sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of 
the whole world.

Eternal Security

John 5:24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that 
heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent 
me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into 
condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.

Acts 20:28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, 
and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost 
hath made you overseers, to feed the church of 
God, which he hath purchased with his own 
blood.

1 Corinthians 1:7 So that ye come behind in no 
gift; waiting for the coming of our Lord Jesus 
Christ: 8 Who shall also confirm you unto the 
end, that ye may be blameless in the day of our 
Lord Jesus Christ.

1 Corinthians 6:11 And such were some of you: 
but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye 
are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by 
the Spirit of our God.

Ephesians 1:10 That in the dispensation of the 
fulness of times he might gather together in one 
all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and 
which are on earth; even in him: 11 In whom also 
we have obtained an inheritance, being 
predestinated according to the purpose of him 
who worketh all things after the counsel of his 
own will: 12 That we should be to the praise of his 
glory, who first trusted in Christ. 13 In whom ye 
also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, 
the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after 
that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy 
Spirit of promise, 14 Which is the earnest of our 
inheritance until the redemption of the purchased 
possession, unto the praise of his glory.

Ephesians 4:30 And grieve not the holy Spirit 
of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of 
redemption.

1 Peter 1:4 To an inheritance incorruptible, and 
undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in 
heaven for you, 5 Who are kept by the power of 
God through faith unto salvation ready to be 
revealed in the last time.

Jude 1:24 Now unto him that is able to keep you 
from falling, and to present you faultless before 
the presence of his glory with exceeding joy, 25

1 Thessalonians 1:10 And to wait for his Son 
from heaven, whom he raised from the dead, even 
Jesus, which delivered us from the wrath to come.

1 Thessalonians 5:1 But of the times and the 
seasons, brethren, ye have no need that I write 
unto you. 2 For yourselves know perfectly that the 
day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night. 3 
For when they shall say, Peace and safety; then 
sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail 
upon a woman with child; and they shall not 
escape. 4 But ye, brethren, are not in darkness, 
that that day should overtake you as a thief. 5 Ye 
are all the children of light, and the children of 
the day: we are not of the night, nor of darkness. 
6 Therefore let us not sleep, as do others; but let 
us watch and be sober. 7 For they that sleep sleep 
in the night; and they that be drunken are 
drunken in the night. 8 But let us, who are of the 
day, be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith 
and love; and for an helmet, the hope of 
salvation. 9 For God hath not appointed us to 
wrath, but to obtain salvation by our Lord Jesus 
Christ, 10 Who died for us, that, whether we wake 
or sleep, we should live together with him. 11 
Wherefore comfort yourselves together, and edify 
one another, even as also ye do.

Revelation 3:10 Because thou hast kept the 
word of my patience, I also will keep thee from 
the hour of temptation, which shall come upon all 
the world, to try them that dwell upon the earth.

Luke 21:28 And when these things begin to 
come to pass, then look up, and lift up your 
heads; for your redemption draweth nigh.

Watch therefore..

2 Peter 3:3 Knowing this first, that there shall 
come in the last days scoffers, walking after their 
own lusts, 4 And saying, Where is the promise of 
his coming? for since the fathers fell asleep, all 
things continue as they were from the beginning 
of the creation.

Romans 1:24 Wherefore God also gave them up 
to uncleanness through the lusts of their own 
hearts, to dishonour their own bodies between 
themselves: 25 Who changed the truth of God 
into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature 
more than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. 
Amen. 26 For this cause God gave them up unto 
vile affections: for even their women did change 
the natural use into that which is against nature: 
27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural 
use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward 
another; men with men working that which is 
unseemly, and receiving in themselves that 
recompence of their error which was meet. 28 
And even as they did not like to retain God in 
their knowledge, God gave them over to a 
reprobate mind, to do those things which are not 
convenient; 29 Being filled with all 
unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, 
covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, 
murder, debate, deceit, malignity; whisperers, 30 
Backbiters, haters of God, despiteful, proud, 
boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to 
parents, 31 Without understanding, 
covenantbreakers, without natural affection, 
implacable, unmerciful: 32 Who knowing the 
judgment of God, that they which commit such 
things are worthy of death, not only do the same, 
but have pleasure in them that do them.

Luke 17:26 And as it was in the days of Noe, so 
shall it be also in the days of the Son of man. 27 
They did eat, they drank, they married wives, they 
were given in marriage, until the day that Noe 
entered into the ark, and the flood came, and 
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destroyed them all. 28 Likewise also as it was in 
the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they 
bought, they sold, they planted, they builded; 29 
But the same day that Lot went out of Sodom it 
rained fire and brimstone from heaven, and 
destroyed them all. 30 Even thus shall it be in the 
day when the Son of man is revealed. 31 In that 
day, he which shall be upon the housetop, and his 
stuff in the house, let him not come down to take 
it away: and he that is in the field, let him likewise 
not return back. 32 Remember Lot's wife. 33 
Whosoever shall seek to save his life shall lose it; 
and whosoever shall lose his life shall preserve it. 
34 I tell you, in that night there shall be two men 
in one bed; the one shall be taken, and the other 
shall be left. 35 Two women shall be grinding 
together; the one shall be taken, and the other 
left. 36 Two men shall be in the field; the one 
shall be taken, and the other left. 37 And they 
answered and said unto him, Where, Lord? And 
he said unto them, Wheresoever the body is, 
thither will the eagles be gathered together.

Revelation 3:3 Remember therefore how thou 
hast received and heard, and hold fast, and 
repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, I will 
come on thee as a thief, and thou shalt not know 
what hour I will come upon thee.

Titus 2:13 Looking for that blessed hope, and 
the glorious appearing of the great God and our 
Saviour Jesus Christ..

Matthew 24:42 Watch therefore: for ye know 
not what hour your Lord doth come. 43 But know 
this, that if the goodman of the house had known 
in what watch the thief would come, he would 
have watched, and would not have suffered his 
house to be broken up.

We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, 
52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the 
last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the 
dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be 
changed. 53 For this corruptible must put on 
incorruption, and this mortal must put on 
immortality. 54 So when this corruptible shall 
have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall 
have put on immortality, then shall be brought to 
pass the saying that is written, Death is 
swallowed up in victory.

1 Thessalonians 4:13 But I would not have you 
to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which 
are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others 
which have no hope. 14 For if we believe that 
Jesus died and rose again, even so them also 
which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him. 15 
For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, 
that we which are alive and remain unto the 
coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which 
are asleep.

20 Come, my people, enter thou into thy 
chambers, and shut thy doors about thee: hide 
thyself as it were for a little moment, until the 
indignation be overpast. 21 For, behold, the 
LORD cometh out of his place to punish the 
inhabitants of the earth for their iniquity: the 
earth also shall disclose her blood, and shall no 
more cover her slain.

Romans 8:22 For we know that the whole 
creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together 
until now.

Philippians 3:20 For our conversation is in 
heaven; from whence also we look for the 
Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 21 Who shall 
change our vile body, that it may be fashioned 
like unto his glorious body, according to the 
working whereby he is able even to subdue all 
things unto himself.

1 John 3:2 Beloved, now are we the sons of God, 
and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but 
we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be 
like him; for we shall see him as he is.

1 Corinthians 3:10 According to the grace of 
God which is given unto me, as a wise 
masterbuilder, I have laid the foundation, and 
another buildeth thereon. But let every man take 
heed how he buildeth thereupon. 11 For other 
foundation can no man lay than that is laid, 
which is Jesus Christ. 12 Now if any man build 
upon this foundation gold, silver, precious stones, 
wood, hay, stubble; 13 Every man's work shall be 
made manifest: for the day shall declare it, 
because it shall be revealed by fire; and the fire 
shall try every man's work of what sort it is. 14 If 
any man's work abide which he hath built 
thereupon, he shall receive a reward. 15 If any 
man's work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: 
but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire.

2 Corinthians 5:10 For we must all appear 
before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one 
may receive the things done in his body, 
according to that he hath done, whether it be 
good or bad.

2 Timothy 4:7 I have fought a good fight, I have 
finished my course, I have kept the faith: 8 
Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of 
righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous 
judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me 
only, but unto all them also that love his 
appearing.

Daniel's 70th week (The 7-Year 
Tribulation)

Isaiah 13:6 Howl ye; for the day of the LORD is 
at hand; it shall come as a destruction from the 
Almighty. 7 Therefore shall all hands be faint, and 
every man's heart shall melt: 8 And they shall be 
afraid: pangs and sorrows shall take hold of them; 
they shall be in pain as a woman that travaileth: 
they shall be amazed one at another; their faces 
shall be as flames. 9 Behold, the day of the LORD 
cometh, cruel both with wrath and fierce anger, to 
lay the land desolate: and he shall destroy the 
sinners thereof out of it. 10 For the stars of 
heaven and the constellations thereof shall not 
give their light: the sun shall be darkened in his 
going forth, and the moon shall not cause her 
light to shine. 11 And I will punish the world for 
their evil, and the wicked for their iniquity; and I 
will cause the arrogancy of the proud to cease, 
and will lay low the haughtiness of the terrible. 12 
I will make a man more precious than fine gold; 
even a man than the golden wedge of Ophir. 13 
Therefore I will shake the heavens, and the earth 
shall remove out of her place, in the wrath of the 
LORD of hosts, and in the day of his fierce anger.

Isaiah 26:21 For, behold, the LORD cometh out 
of his place to punish the inhabitants of the earth 
for their iniquity: the earth also shall disclose her 
blood, and shall no more cover her slain.
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Daniel 9:24 Seventy weeks are determined 
upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish 
the transgression, and to make an end of sins, 
and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to 
bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up 
the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most 
Holy.

Daniel 9:27 And he shall confirm the covenant 
with many for one week: and in the midst of the 
week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation 
to cease, and for the overspreading of 
abominations he shall make it desolate, even until 
the consummation, and that determined shall be 
poured upon the desolate.

Luke 21:25 And there shall be signs in the sun, 
and in the moon, and in the stars; and upon the 
earth distress of nations, with perplexity; the sea 
and the waves roaring; 26 Men's hearts failing 
them for fear, and for looking after those things 
which are coming on the earth: for the powers of 
heaven shall be shaken.

2 For I will gather all nations 
against Jerusalem to battle; and the city shall be 
taken, and the houses rifled, and the women 
ravished; and half of the city shall go forth into 
captivity, and the residue of the people shall not 
be cut off from the city. 3 Then shall the LORD go 
forth, and fight against those nations, as when he 
fought in the day of battle.

Revelation 16:12 And the sixth angel poured 
out his vial upon the great river Euphrates; and 
the water thereof was dried up, that the way of 
the kings of the east might be prepared. 13 And I 
saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of 
the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of 
the beast, and out of the mouth of the false 
prophet. 14 For they are the spirits of devils, 
working miracles, which go forth unto the kings 
of the earth and of the whole world, to gather 
them to the battle of that great day of God 
Almighty. 15 Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is 
he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest 
he walk naked, and they see his shame. 16 And he 
gathered them together into a place called in the 
Hebrew tongue Armageddon.

Revelation 19:19 And I saw the beast, and the 
kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered 
together to make war against him that sat on the 
horse, and against his army. 20 And the beast was 
taken, and with him the false prophet that 
wrought miracles before him, with which he 
deceived them that had received the mark of the 
beast, and them that worshipped his image. 
These both were cast alive into a lake of fire 
burning with brimstone. 21 And the remnant 
were slain with the sword of him that sat upon 
the horse, which sword proceeded out of his 
mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their 
flesh.
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Israel's Redemption at Hand..

Isaiah 45:17 But Israel shall be saved in the 
LORD with an everlasting salvation: ye shall not 
be ashamed nor confounded world without end.

Jeremiah 33:24 Considerest thou not what this 
people have spoken, saying, The two families 
which the LORD hath chosen, he hath even cast 
them off? thus they have despised my people, that 
they should be no more a nation before them. 25 
Thus saith the LORD; If my covenant be not with 
day and night, and if I have not appointed the 
ordinances of heaven and earth; 26 Then will I 
cast away the seed of Jacob, and David my 
servant, so that I will not take any of his seed to 
be rulers over the seed of Abraham, Isaac, and 
Jacob: for I will cause their captivity to return, 
and have mercy on them.

Ezekiel 36:16 Moreover the word of the LORD 
came unto me, saying, 17 Son of man, when the 
house of Israel dwelt in their own land, they 
defiled it by their own way and by their doings: 
their way was before me as the uncleanness of a 
removed woman. 18 Wherefore I poured my fury 
upon them for the blood that they had shed upon 
the land, and for their idols wherewith they had 
polluted it: 19 And I scattered them among the 
heathen, and they were dispersed through the 
countries: according to their way and according 
to their doings I judged them. 20 And when they 
entered unto the heathen, whither they went, they 
profaned my holy name, when they said to them, 
These are the people of the LORD, and are gone 
forth out of his land. 21 But I had pity for mine 
holy name, which the house of Israel had 
profaned among the heathen, whither they went. 
22 Therefore say unto the house of Israel, Thus 
saith the Lord GOD; I do not this for your sakes, 
O house of Israel, but for mine holy name's sake, 
which ye have profaned among the heathen, 
whither ye went. 23 And I will sanctify my great 
name, which was profaned among the heathen, 
which ye have profaned in the midst of them; and 
the heathen shall know that I am the LORD, saith 
the Lord GOD, when I shall be sanctified in you 
before their eyes. 24 For I will take you from 
among the heathen, and gather you out of all 
countries, and will bring you into your own land. 
25 Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and 

ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and 
from all your idols, will I cleanse you. 26 A new 
heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I 
put within you: and I will take away the stony 
heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an 
heart of flesh. 27 And I will put my spirit within 
you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye 
shall keep my judgments, and do them. 28 And ye 
shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers; 
and ye shall be my people, and I will be your God.

Ezekiel 39:25 Therefore thus saith the Lord 
GOD; Now will I bring again the captivity of 
Jacob, and have mercy upon the whole house of 
Israel, and will be jealous for my holy name..

Ezekiel 39:29 Neither will I hide my face any 
more from them: for I have poured out my spirit 
upon the house of Israel, saith the Lord GOD.

Zechariah 12:10 And I will pour upon the 
house of David, and upon the inhabitants of 
Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of 
supplications: and they shall look upon me whom 
they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, 
as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in 
bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for 
his firstborn.

Romans 11:11 I say then, Have they stumbled 
that they should fall? God forbid: but rather 
through their fall salvation is come unto the 
Gentiles, for to provoke them to jealousy.

Romans 11:25 For I would not, brethren, that 
ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye 
should be wise in your own conceits; that 
blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the 
fulness of the Gentiles be come in. 26 And so all 
Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall 
come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn 
away ungodliness from Jacob: 27 For this is my 
covenant unto them, when I shall take away their 
sins.

Hebrews 6:13 For when God made promise to 
Abraham, because he could swear by no greater, 
he sware by himself, 14 Saying, Surely blessing I 
will bless thee, and multiplying I will multiply 
thee. 15 And so, after he had patiently endured, 
he obtained the promise. 16 For men verily swear 
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by the greater: and an oath for confirmation is to 
them an end of all strife. 17 Wherein God, willing 
more abundantly to shew unto the heirs of 
promise the immutability of his counsel, 
confirmed it by an oath: 18 That by two 
immutable things, in which it was impossible for 
God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, 
who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the 
hope set before us: 19 Which hope we have as an 
anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and 
which entereth into that within the veil; 20 
Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even 
Jesus, made an high priest for ever after the order 
of Melchisedec.

Luke 13:34 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which 
killest the prophets, and stonest them that are 
sent unto thee; how often would I have gathered 
thy children together, as a hen doth gather her 
brood under her wings, and ye would not! 35 
Behold, your house is left unto you desolate: and 
verily I say unto you, Ye shall not see me, until 
the time come when ye shall say, Blessed is he 
that cometh in the name of the Lord.

The Second Advent

Zechariah 14:3 Then shall the LORD go forth, 
and fight against those nations, as when he 
fought in the day of battle. 4 And his feet shall 
stand in that day upon the mount of Olives, which 
is before Jerusalem on the east, and the mount of 
Olives shall cleave in the midst thereof toward the 
east and toward the west, and there shall be a 
very great valley; and half of the mountain shall 
remove toward the north, and half of it toward 
the south. 5 And ye shall flee to the valley of the 
mountains; for the valley of the mountains shall 
reach unto Azal: yea, ye shall flee, like as ye fled 
from before the earthquake in the days of Uzziah 
king of Judah: and the LORD my God shall come, 
and all the saints with thee.

Revelation 6:12 And I beheld when he had 
opened the sixth seal, and, lo, there was a great 
earthquake; and the sun became black as 
sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as blood; 
13 And the stars of heaven fell unto the earth, 
even as a fig tree casteth her untimely figs, when 
she is shaken of a mighty wind. 14 And the 
heaven departed as a scroll when it is rolled 

together; and every mountain and island were 
moved out of their places. 15 And the kings of the 
earth, and the great men, and the rich men, and 
the chief captains, and the mighty men, and every 
bondman, and every free man, hid themselves in 
the dens and in the rocks of the mountains; 16 
And said to the mountains and rocks, Fall on us, 
and hide us from the face of him that sitteth on 
the throne, and from the wrath of the Lamb: 17 
For the great day of his wrath is come; and who 
shall be able to stand?

Revelation 1:7 Behold, he cometh with clouds; 
and every eye shall see him, and they also which 
pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall 
wail because of him. Even so, Amen.

Revelation 19:11 And I saw heaven opened, and 
behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him 
was called Faithful and True, and in 
righteousness he doth judge and make war. 12 
His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head 
were many crowns; and he had a name written, 
that no man knew, but he himself. 13 And he was 
clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his 
name is called The Word of God. 14 And the 
armies which were in heaven followed him upon 
white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and 
clean. 15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp 
sword, that with it he should smite the nations:

2 And he laid hold 
on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the 
Devil, and Satan, and bound him a thousand 
years, 3 And cast him into the bottomless pit, and 
shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he 
should deceive the nations no more, till the 
thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that 
he must be loosed a little season.

8 God reigneth over the 
heathen: God sitteth upon the throne of his 
holiness. 9 The princes of the people are gathered 
together, even the people of the God of Abraham: 
for the shields of the earth belong unto God: he is 
greatly exalted.

Isaiah 9:6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a 
son is given: and the government shall be upon 
his shoulder: and his name shall be called 
Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The 
everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. 7 Of the 
increase of his government and peace there shall 
be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon 
his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with 
judgment and with justice from henceforth even 
for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will 
perform this.

Isaiah 44:6 Thus saith the LORD the King of 
Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am 
the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is 
no God.

Jeremiah 10:10 But the LORD is the true God, 
he is the living God, and an everlasting king: at 
his wrath the earth shall tremble, and the nations 
shall not be able to abide his indignation.

Zechariah 14:6 And it shall come to pass in that 
day, that the light shall not be clear, nor dark: 7 
But it shall be one day which shall be known to 
the LORD, not day, nor night: but it shall come to 
pass, that at evening time it shall be light. 8 And 
it shall be in that day, that living waters shall go 

out from Jerusalem; half of them toward the 
former sea, and half of them toward the hinder 
sea: in summer and in winter shall it be. 9 And 
the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that 
day shall there be one LORD, and his name one. 
10 All the land shall be turned as a plain from 
Geba to Rimmon south of Jerusalem: and it shall 
be lifted up, and inhabited in her place, from 
Benjamin's gate unto the place of the first gate, 
unto the corner gate, and from the tower of 
Hananeel unto the king's winepresses. 11 And 
men shall dwell in it, and there shall be no more 
utter destruction; but Jerusalem shall be safely 
inhabited.

Matthew 2:2 Saying, Where is he that is born 
King of the Jews? for we have seen his star in the 
east, and are come to worship him.

Luke 23:3 And Pilate asked him, saying, Art 
thou the King of the Jews? And he answered him 
and said, Thou sayest it.

John 12:12 On the next day much people that 
were come to the feast, when they heard that 
Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, 13 Took branches 
of palm trees, and went forth to meet him, and 
cried, Hosanna: Blessed is the King of Israel that 
cometh in the name of the Lord.

Life in the Millennial Kingdom

Revelation 20:4 And I saw thrones, and they 
sat upon them, and judgment was given unto 
them: and I saw the souls of them that were 
beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the 
word of God, and which had not worshipped the 
beast, neither his image, neither had received his 
mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and 
they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand 
years. 5 But the rest of the dead lived not again 
until the thousand years were finished. This is the 
first resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy is he that 
hath part in the first resurrection: on such the 
second death hath no power, but they shall be 
priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with 
him a thousand years.

Isaiah 2:3 And many people shall go and say, 
Come ye, and let us go up to the mountain of the 
LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; and he 
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will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his 
paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the law, and 
the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. 4 And he 
shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke 
many people: and they shall beat their swords 
into plowshares, and their spears into 
pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword 
against nation, neither shall they learn war any 
more.

Isaiah 11:6 The wolf also shall dwell with the 
lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; 
and the calf and the young lion and the fatling 
together; and a little child shall lead them. 7 And 
the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones 
shall lie down together: and the lion shall eat 
straw like the ox. 8 And the sucking child shall 
play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned child 
shall put his hand on the cockatrice' den. 9 They 
shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy 
mountain: for the earth shall be full of the 
knowledge of the LORD, as the waters cover the 
sea.

Isaiah 35:5 Then the eyes of the blind shall be 
opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be 
unstopped. 6 Then shall the lame man leap as an 
hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the 
wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in 
the desert. 7 And the parched ground shall 
become a pool, and the thirsty land springs of 
water: in the habitation of dragons, where each 
lay, shall be grass with reeds and rushes. 8 And 
an highway shall be there, and a way, and it shall 
be called The way of holiness; the unclean shall 
not pass over it; but it shall be for those: the 
wayfaring men, though fools, shall not err 
therein. 9 No lion shall be there, nor any 
ravenous beast shall go up thereon, it shall not be 
found there; but the redeemed shall walk there: 
10 And the ransomed of the LORD shall return, 
and come to Zion with songs and everlasting joy 
upon their heads: they shall obtain joy and 
gladness, and sorrow and sighing shall flee away.

Isaiah 60:20 Thy sun shall no more go down; 
neither shall thy moon withdraw itself: for the 
LORD shall be thine everlasting light, and the 
days of thy mourning shall be ended. 21 Thy 
people also shall be all righteous: they shall 
inherit the land for ever, the branch of my 

planting, the work of my hands, that I may be 
glorified. 22 A little one shall become a thousand, 
and a small one a strong nation: I the LORD will 
hasten it in his time.

Isaiah 65:20 There shall be no more thence an 
infant of days, nor an old man that hath not filled 
his days: for the child shall die an hundred years 
old; but the sinner being an hundred years old 
shall be accursed. 21 And they shall build houses, 
and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, 
and eat the fruit of them. 22 They shall not build, 
and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and 
another eat: for as the days of a tree are the days 
of my people, and mine elect shall long enjoy the 
work of their hands.

Isaiah 65:25 The wolf and the lamb shall feed 
together, and the lion shall eat straw like the 
bullock: and dust shall be the serpent's meat. 
They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy 
mountain, saith the LORD.

Jeremiah 31:13 Then shall the virgin rejoice in 
the dance, both young men and old together: for I 
will turn their mourning into joy, and will 
comfort them, and make them rejoice from their 
sorrow.

Ezekiel 34:27 And the tree of the field shall 
yield her fruit, and the earth shall yield her 
increase, and they shall be safe in their land, and 
shall know that I am the LORD, when I have 
broken the bands of their yoke, and delivered 
them out of the hand of those that served 
themselves of them.

Joel 3:16 The LORD also shall roar out of Zion, 
and utter his voice from Jerusalem; and the 
heavens and the earth shall shake: but the LORD 
will be the hope of his people, and the strength of 
the children of Israel. 17 So shall ye know that I 
am the LORD your God dwelling in Zion, my holy 
mountain: then shall Jerusalem be holy, and 
there shall no strangers pass through her any 
more.

Zechariah 14:16 And it shall come to pass, that 
every one that is left of all the nations which came 
against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to 
year to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, and 
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to keep the feast of tabernacles. 17 And it shall be, 
that whoso will not come up of all the families of 
the earth unto Jerusalem to worship the King, the 
LORD of hosts, even upon them shall be no rain. 
18 And if the family of Egypt go not up, and come 
not, that have no rain; there shall be the plague, 
wherewith the LORD will smite the heathen that 
come not up to keep the feast of tabernacles. 19 
This shall be the punishment of Egypt, and the 
punishment of all nations that come not up to 
keep the feast of tabernacles. 20 In that day shall 
there be upon the bells of the horses, HOLINESS 
UNTO THE LORD; and the pots in the LORD'S 
house shall be like the bowls before the altar. 21 
Yea, every pot in Jerusalem and in Judah shall be 
holiness unto the LORD of hosts: and all they that 
sacrifice shall come and take of them, and seethe 
therein: and in that day there shall be no more 
the Canaanite in the house of the LORD of hosts.

When the 1,000 years are 
Expired (Final Judgment)

Revelation 20:7 And when the thousand years 
are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his 
prison, 8 And shall go out to deceive the nations 
which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog 
and Magog, to gather them together to battle: the 
number of whom is as the sand of the sea. 9 And 
they went up on the breadth of the earth, and 
compassed the camp of the saints about, and the 
beloved city: and fire came down from God out of 
heaven, and devoured them. 10 And the devil that 
deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and 
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet 
are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever 
and ever.

Hebrews 9:27 And as it is appointed unto men 
once to die, but after this the judgment: 28 So 
Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; 
and unto them that look for him shall he appear 
the second time without sin unto salvation.

Daniel 12:1 And at that time shall Michael stand 
up, the great prince which standeth for the 
children of thy people: and there shall be a time 
of trouble, such as never was since there was a 
nation even to that same time: and at that time 
thy people shall be delivered, every one that shall 

be found written in the book. 2 And many of them 
that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, 
some to everlasting life, and some to shame and 
everlasting contempt. 3 And they that be wise 
shall shine as the brightness of the firmament; 
and they that turn many to righteousness as the 
stars for ever and ever.

Revelation 20:11 And I saw a great white 
throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face 
the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was 
found no place for them. 12 And I saw the dead, 
small and great, stand before God; and the books 
were opened: and another book was opened, 
which is the book of life: and the dead were 
judged out of those things which were written in 
the books, according to their works. 13 And the 
sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death 
and hell delivered up the dead which were in 
them: and they were judged every man according 
to their works. 14 And death and hell were cast 
into the lake of fire. This is the second death. 15 
And whosoever was not found written in the book 
of life was cast into the lake of fire.

The Heavens and the Earth 
destroyed by Fire

2 Peter 3:5 For this they willingly are ignorant 
of, that by the word of God the heavens were of 
old, and the earth standing out of the water and 
in the water: 6 Whereby the world that then was, 
being overflowed with water, perished: 7 But the 
heavens and the earth, which are now, by the 
same word are kept in store, reserved unto fire 
against the day of judgment and perdition of 
ungodly men. 8 But, beloved, be not ignorant of 
this one thing, that one day is with the Lord as a 
thousand years, and a thousand years as one day. 
9 The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as 
some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to 
us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but 
that all should come to repentance. 10 But the 
day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; 
in the which the heavens shall pass away with a 
great noise, and the elements shall melt with 
fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are 
therein shall be burned up. 11 Seeing then that all 
these things shall be dissolved, what manner of 
persons ought ye to be in all holy conversation 
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and godliness, 12 Looking for and hasting unto 
the coming of the day of God, wherein the 
heavens being on fire shall be dissolved, and the 
elements shall melt with fervent heat?

A New Heaven and a New 
Earth

Isaiah 65:17 For, behold, I create new heavens 
and a new earth: and the former shall not be 
remembered, nor come into mind.

Isaiah 66:22 For as the new heavens and the 
new earth, which I will make, shall remain before 
me, saith the LORD, so shall your seed and your 
name remain.

2 Peter 3:13 Nevertheless we, according to his 
promise, look for new heavens and a new earth, 
wherein dwelleth righteousness.

Revelation 21:1 And I saw a new heaven and a 
new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth 
were passed away; and there was no more sea. 2 
And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, 
coming down from God out of heaven, prepared 
as a bride adorned for her husband. 3 And I heard 
a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the 
tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell 
with them, and they shall be his people, and God 
himself shall be with them, and be their God. 4 
And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; 
and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, 
nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: 
for the former things are passed away.
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
